Brazilian Cargo Road transportation infrastructure: globalization, logistics, policy and growth  - Highlights

In a future forecast, in a macro scenario, from the irreversibility of globalization and its impacts over economy and over local, regional and global production systems, it is fundamental the existence of state policies and not only governmental policies, to allow the transportation and logistics system to adjust itself and to equalize to international competitors, to attend internal and external market with quality. 

Concluding and proposing a future view, focusing specifically in the transportation segment, it can be pointed the need to consolidate the new role for the cargo road sector:

· Roadway network must be integrated to a logistic system, involving railways, waterways and aerial modal, integration terminals, integrated logistics centers  (CILs) and connecting, with lower costs, producers and consumers.
· Carriers must adapt and became logistic operators.

· Productive sector must start its efficient logistic planning.
All of that will keep stakeholders more competitive and will keep the country thriving on and evolving.
