We are submitting a version of the manuscript " Use of Complex Supplements for Micropropagation of Orchids Hadrolaelia purpurata (CHIRON; CASTRO, 2002) (= Laelia purpurata LINDLEY; PAXTON, 1852) and Encyclia randii HOOK " to the Acta Scientiarum Agronomy journal.
The objective of the present study is to stimulate the in vitro propagation of the Hadrolaelia (=Laelia) purpurata and Encyclia randii orchid species using complex and natural supplements (coconut water and banana pulp) added to KC medium replacing the use of micronutrients or expensive exogenous growth regulators. Addition of banana and coconut water as supplements is a simple strategy, with reduced costs, for all orchid producers. The strategy actually offers an opportunity for using the above techniques in commercial nurseries and for ex situ conservation of this native orchid and other endangered orchid species.
