We would like to submit our paper entitled “Correlations between production and economic variables in dairy cows on a tropical pasture” de Figueiredo et al. to your journal.
The milk yield and composition have been studied widely to evaluate the performance, productivity, and nutrition of cows. However, the literature lacks research correlating production and economic variables for dairy cows. In order for a company to thrive in the current market, regardless of the sector in which it operates, broad knowledge and management suiting its need and the requirements imposed by the market where it is inserted are essential. For these reasons, studying inter-correlated variables is of paramount importance, since they can be used to support discussions pertaining to economic parameters in animal production.
The production costs, the obtained revenue, and the return on invested capital are important factors for the success of any production system. This analysis enables the detection of an item that, at a given time, may render the activity impracticable, such as price fluctuations in the market. The milk composition and yield may exert a great influence on the economy of the property, since a more precise nutrition program has to be adopted.
